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INCIDENT BRI

30 September - Kemer, Turkey

One person was killed and two injured when a
suicide bomb exploded outside a paramilitary
police station. The suspected bomber detonated the
explosives near a sentry box after failing to reach the
station.

30 September - Lagos, Nigeria

Gunmen attacked a ship supplying one of Exxon
Mobil Corp’s offshore oil rigs, kidnapping a sailor. A
second sailor was injured. It is thought the man was
kidnapped for ransom.

2 October - Mishahda, Iraq

Four members of the Sahwa anti-al-Qaeda group
were killed and three injured when two roadside
bombs exploded as their patrols passed by. The
second device detonated shortly after the first,
striking officers rushing to assist their colleagues.

2 October - Acapulco, Mexico

Fifteen people were killed in two days of drug-related
violence in the city, while seven others were killed
across the state of Guerrero in the same period.

Four messages were found at the crime scenes

from Los Caballeros Templarios, a gang created by
former members of the La Familia Michoacana cartel,
claiming responsibility.

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4 October - Mogadishu, Somalia

At least 70 people were killed and dozens injured

in a suicide bomb attack at a compound housing
government ministries. A truck initially tried to
break down the gate, but when it failed the driver
detonated the explosives within. Members of the al-
Shabab insurgent group are thought responsible.

7 October - Sitangkai, Philippines

A Chinese businessman was kidnapped by a group
of four armed men in Tawi-Tawi province in south
Philippines. The men used a motorised boat to
escape following the attack. Anti-government rebels
are thought to be responsible.

8 October - Lagos, Nigeria

Pirates hijacked an oil tanker off the Nigerian

coast and took its crew hostage in an attack only
90 nautical miles south of Lagos. The tanker was
carrying around 30,000 tonnes of fuel. It is likely the
vessel and crew will be held for ransom.

10 October - Baghdad, Iraq

At least ten people were killed and 19 injured in a
series of explosions which targeted security officials
in the west of the city. The first blast targeted an
army patrol, while a second device exploded nearby
shortly after, targeting a passing police patrol. A third
device detonated as firefighters arrived at the scene
to assist.

10 October - Anzor-Kot, Afghanistan

At least five people were killed and several injured
when a roadside bomb exploded in eastern
Kunar province. The device detonated when a
civilian vehicle passed over it. No group claimed
responsibility for the attack.

11 October - Dangam, Afghanistan

Six people were killed in a double bombing which
targeted road construction workers near the border
with Pakistan. An initial bomb struck a truck, while a
secondary device exploded shortly after during the
rescue operation. Taliban militants were blamed for
the attack.

13 October - Baghdad, Iraq

Two explosions killed 17 people and wounded more
than 50. The first device exploded near a house in
the Sadr City neighbourhood, with a second device
detonating shortly afterward as people gathered to
help the injured. All 17 fatalities were caused by the
second explosion.

14 October - Kandahar, Afghanistan

Three police officers were killed and four injured in

a suicide bomb attack. The car bomb detonated as
the officers were inspecting vehicles at a checkpoint.
Taliban militants are thought responsible.
